Covingham Kingfisher Pre-School History

The name Covingham Kingfisher Pre-School was adbpte ' January, 1996. The Pre-School was
formally known as Dorcan Playgroup. When the Chu€entre was planned it was decided to build rooms
to accommodate the Playgroup. A Steering committes formed in May 1970 and fundraising for
equipment began. The Playgroup joined the Pre-@cbhearning Alliance in March 1971 and the first
Playgroup session opened with just 5 children df 2@ne, 1971. Sessions were from Monday to Friday.
The number of children attending quickly grew andlune 1972 afternoon sessions were introducerg the
were 100 children on the register when numbers aetieeir highest. By 1985 however numbers hddral
because the estate had grown up and there were yeweger families in the area. The afternoonisess
then closed.

In January 1996 the Pre-School opened the Fungxi@es in the afternoon to cater for specificatly 2
year olds.

In September 1999 the Pre-School ceased to be &atfChad Community Run and Staff took over
management and daily running of the Pre-School.

In 2001 the Staff introduced a Breakfast Club, lud@iub and wraparound session, as well as takimg ov
the running of the Toddler session.

Pre-School Session

The Pre-School session is specifically for childegyed 3 — 5 years old. The session is brokenthrae
parts; the first part is for adult directed actest such as Language and Literacy, Mathematids,, P.
Knowledge and Understanding of the World and Cvea#ictivities. The second part is devoted to ‘Free
Play’ and there will be many activities on offevr £xample — Play dough, Drawing, Gluing, Constarct
Board Games, Puzzles, Cars, Dressing Up, Home cdnek Corner, Sand, Water, Cooking, Outside Play,
After a short break with a snack and a drink,ahiédren are split into small groups for organisetivities,
these include Circle Games, Action Songs and Rhyonddusic and movement, and this generally ends
with a story. The morning sessions provide foraximum of 42 children.

few hours per week and experience activities sjpadly for their age group. The Funtot sessiornvtes
for a maximum of 12 children.
